TRASH AND REFUSE:

Schedule:

Trash is collected twice per week. Generally, if you live north of
Market St., trash is collected on Monday and Thursday

mornings. If you live south of Market St., trash is collected on
Tuesday and Friday mornings. Make sure your trash is out no
later than 6 am. A more detailed map showing which pick up

schedule you are on is located on the back of this flyer.

Delays or changes in service occur during holidays and extreme
weather. These notifications are made on the City of York's
social media accounts.

Downtown Early Pick-Up:

Certain streets downtown have early pick-up at 5 am to reduce
congestion at rush hour times. Please see the map on the back
for details on which streets operate on this schedule.

Containers:

Use sturdy trash bins that weigh no more than 40 lbs. when
fully loaded. Make sure they can withstand weather and animal
interference. DO NOT USE shopping bags or bags meant for
indoor use only as these easily tear, spilling trash into the
street and sidewalk.

To schedule a large item pickup, scan the QR

code to access the City's website and submit a
request. This does not confirm your pickup. A
Large Item Attendant will call within 48 hours
to finalize scheduling, followed by an email
confirmation. Items are scheduled 7-10 days in
advance. Do not place items outside until you
receive both the call and email confirmation.

Hazardous Waste:

Never dispose of hazardous materials (paints, batteries,
chemicals) in regular trash. Check for special disposal events or
locations.

RECYCLING:

1.What Can Be Recycled?
Paper and cardboard (flatten boxes)
Glass bottles and jars
Plastic containers (#1 and #2)
Metal cans
2.Use only York City issued green
recycling bins, available at City Hall for
$3 with proof of address.
3.Rinse Before Recycling: Clean your
recyclables to avoid contamination.
Remove food residue from containers.
4.Keep separate bins for trash and
recycling in your home to make

recycling easier.

Reporting a Missed Collection:

To report a missed collection,
scan the QR code to submit
your concern on the City's
website. Then, leave items at

the pickup location. The hauler
has 24 hours to return. If items
remain after 24 hours, submit
a second request and email
refuserecycling@yorkcity.org.
